4.1	Councillors

4.2	ExxonMobil Chemicals Ltd

	TH talked to the report previously circulated and highlighted the following:  


	      
		
· The NOx reduction project commenced in April. Over the next two years the site will conduct a rolling programme to upgrade and install new technology on the furnaces and gas turbine to secure benefits including improved energy efficiency and reduced emissions to air (including GHG and NOx).  The project is estimated to cost over £25 million and working closely with SEPA.
· [bookmark: _Hlk173258018]One complaint was received via SEPA regarding cabling waste left on ExxonMobil owned land. After enquiries it was established, it was a result of fly-tipping. The maintenance team organised the safe and responsible disposal of the waste. The Site Security Team have been asked to increase vigilance around the area to prevent a repeat.
· The programme of engagement with SEPA continued in the quarter with a number of planned virtual and onsite meetings.
· FEP has been shortlisted for a national award through the Chemical Industries Association, with winners being announced in June and the Process Safety commitment has been recognised with a global ExxonMobil Operational Excellence Award.  
· A series of key investments are being made, from new offices and Shift Manager Command Hub to a refurbished gym and a new training centre, improving the working environment for the team and equipping them to succeed. With training at the heart of everything a new training centre will allow to expand capabilities as well as welcoming colleagues from other ExxonMobil sites to share knowledge.
· In March, Gillian Martin MSP, Energy Minister with the Scottish Government came along for a visit and shown how the site operates and why it is important to the area. Alongside Shell, the vision for lower emissions technology at Mossmorran and will continue to work collaboratively with Government to advance the plans for Carbon Capture and hydrogen production.
· Advanced stages of interview to appoint a number of new Shift Process Technicians is taking place with nearly 300 applications, FEP is seen as a positive career destination for skilled workers and look forward to welcoming new team members in August.
· Having received almost 140 applications, progressing of the interview stages to appoint the best of the best to the new Class of ’24 apprenticeship. It is anticipated offers will made in June with the successful candidates joining the team in August, initially attending college with our partner Forth Valley College.
· A New Safety Security Health and Environment Manager has been appointed, Susannah Storey.  Susannah has worked with ExxonMobil for over 17 years and joins the team from the Fawley facility in Hampshire.
· Workforce
· Workforce as of 23 May 2024 there are up to 500 ExxonMobil and Contractor personnel and 11 ExxonMobil apprentices.
· Supporting the community by being involved with the following; group of colleagues from FEP took on the challenge of running over 20 miles from Mossmorran to Edinburgh to raise money for the brilliant and important work of the Change Mental Health charity, more than 40 colleagues got their cycling gear on for a near 1500 mile virtual cycle challenge from Mossmorran to Monaco raising hundreds of pounds for the local Meedies Bike Club that encourages hard to reach groups to take up cycling, also progressing a series of financial contributions to support projects and the work of Beath Academy, St Columba’s High School, Crossgates Primary School, Lumphinnans Community Council, Cardenden Walking Club, Burntisland Civic Week and Lochgelly Childrens’ Gala


AM enquired about the number of apprentice places there was on offer.  Informed 8 Shift Process Technicians and 3 Apprentices.  

Cllr JM commented that herself and the Burntisland Civic Week Committee were grateful for the contribution given to the Burntisland Civic Week 2024.

AM inquired if the Safe Drive Stay Alive programme was still running.  Cllr AB informed that the material is old and new material is needed.  SN and AM to get together to discuss this.  Action SN

Cllr AB gave a catch up from the last meeting regarding information being sent to Community Council, Crossgates CC had been in touch saying they weren’t receiving any.  This was a leaflet/report of the funding given to the local area, Cllr AB had asked Exxon to send out to the Community Councils at May’s meeting.  Crossgates CC had advised they had not received this.  SN accepted that they had not sent the report out but would do so. 


4.3	Shell UK Ltd

	CB talked to the report previously circulated and highlighted the following:


	

· Fife NGL had a very steady period of operations during this reporting period.
· On Monday 18 and Tuesday 19 March they completed routine maintenance of important safety equipment at site. They needed to remove the hydrocarbons from some of the tanks. They prioritised the use of the ground flares to minimise the impact on the community. 
· In April maintenance works started on one of the gasoline tanks and the work is expected to conclude by the end of May. 
· Phase 1 of the new Fife NGL Ground Flare project and have started preparing the site for the ‘construction village’. The village will provide site personnel with office space, a canteen and other welfare facilities for the duration of the project. 
· There was no process safety or personal safety incidents in the period since their last report. 
· There are no environmental updates for this period.
· [bookmark: _Hlk173332005]Three emergency response exercises have taken place since the last report covering low likelihood scenarios. One of the exercises was at the Mossmorran site looking at a scenario involving a scaffold collapse. The other two were at Braefoot Bay practicing the response to a hydrocarbon release. Emergency planning exercises take place every month (usually the second Thursday) and cover a multitude of scenarios throughout the year.
· A group of 11 Girls in Energy students visited the site in March. Four of the girls were awarded scholarships of £500 each to support them with their future studies. During the visit the students got the opportunity to tour the site and speak to women working there.
· Three apprentices will be staring in June in partnership with OG
· Three community notices were issued during this period. Two regarding the planned maintenance work on 18 and 19 March and one to invite the community to Fife Family Fun Day on 25th May. · SEPA have made changes to the site.  The refreshed website can be found at Mossmorran | Beta | SEPA | Scottish Environment Protection Agency.
· Permits and Data returns are being moved to SEPA’s public register which is located at Find an Authorisation Document - PPC A | Scottish Environment Protection Agency (SEPA)
· Desktop and onsite inspections continue with FEP & FNGL with particular focus on: 

· FEP – Project to reduce nitrogen dioxide emission have quarterly meeting the last being in April 2024.  SEPA air emission monitoring was completed April 2024 and no issues of concern were found.  Drainage inspection completed March 2024.  Ground flare incident follow up inspection is planned in next quarter.
· FNGL - New ground flare quarterly progress meetings (latest took place in April 2024). Review of air modelling methodology for new ground flare is completed.  SEPA air emission monitoring was completed in March 2024, no issues of concern found.  Review of air modelling methodology for new ground flare ongoing.  Ground flare maintenance inspection is planned for the next quarter.
· Braefoot Bay - Combined HSE and SEPA COMAH meeting took place at FNGL Site in March 2024 

· Complaints received since last update (up to 23 May 2024) is 13.  The majority of these complaints were in relation to the ground flare.
· SEPA continues to operate two continuous noise monitoring stations, one at the Lochgelly water tower and the other on farmland immediately to the north of the Mossmorran complex.  
· The SEPA monitoring network continues to operate with collecting data in near real time and is available to the public: Mossmorran Air Quality Network (sepa.org.uk)  There have been some issues as sensors have been replaced in batches, but a minimum coverage has been maintained at all times
· VOC data will be available shortly and backdated to January 2023

PF enquired on how the public can access the documents on air quality etc.  DF informed that all updates can be found on the websites mentioned above. 


4.5	Update on Expert Advisory Groups

NK talked to the report previously circulated and highlighted the following:




· [bookmark: _Hlk164948342]The Independent Air Quality Report for 2023 is being produced with a draft report expected in the Summer. Once finalised then this report will be circulated with an elected members briefing note in Autumn of this year. This will also be accompanied by a two-sided leaflet summarising the content of the report in a non-technical format. These documents will be made available on the dedicated pages at Mossmorran and Braefoot Bay | Fife Council.
· The Mossmorran and Braefoot Bay General Annual Report was presented at the Environment, Transportation and Climate Change Scrutiny Committee meeting on 19th March 2024 and the committee was impressed with the improvements and investments being made, also the massive reduction in complaints being received. The committee gave positive feedback re the online videos and would like to see more of this. Questions were raised about VOC levels, Just Transition and ways to increase community investment in surrounding communities.  Concerns were raised re time delay in getting 2022 report to committee and requested the 2023 General Annual Report be presented as soon as possible.
· The 2023 General Annual Report will be available later in the year.
JM praised the organisations for the excellent safety record and asked if they still recorded the number of days without incident as we don’t want to rest on our laurels.  Informed a new safety system is in operation and records all incidents.  
Cllr AB asked why there was no Councillor from Ward 8 present at the meetings.  NK to look into.  Action NK

The Shell Fife NGL Plant is operated 24/7 all year round in a system of critical national infrastructure that transports,
processes and distributes gas from the North Sea (UK & Norway), enabling about 20% of UK gas supply. The plant helps

meet industry and domestic power needs every day, and provides feedstock to manufacture a wide range of household
products in Scotland and the UK.

Scotland & fenceline programmes

Skills Transition programme - The UK needs to grow its workforce and develop the skills required to make its net-zero
economy a reality. It is estimated that by 2050, there could be more than one million netzero roles available in England
alone - but simply not enough people with the skills to fill them. That's why Shell UK has developed its SkillsTransition
programme, which aims to help 15,000 people into jobs with a focus on the energy transition by 2035. We want as many
people as possible to benefit from the energy system of the future, so that the transition is an opportunity for everyone.

The Energy Transition Skills Hub at Fife College, in Scotland, supported by Shell UK, once built, will offer a new immersive
NanoGrid Learning Environment within the existing Rosyth campus, which will offer a broad range of skills to students
training for opportunities within energy sectors. The new Hub is scheduled to open its doors in late summer 2024.

Shell UK Girls in Energy - A one-year course specifically designed to encourage young women to engage in STEM
subjects and to consider a career in the global energy sector as it transitions towards net zero. It is for 14 to 17-year-olds,
sponsored by Shell UK and delivered in partnership with Fife College and NESCOL in Aberdeen.

Young Engineers and Science Clubs - The programme supports learners and their teachers with a range of innovative
STEM projects, developed with industry partners, including CCS in a Box and Climate Smarter. The interdisciplinary
projects - accompanied by resource kits and teacher CPD courses - support teachers to tackle challenging STEM
concepts through engaging activities; while supporting pupils to develop valuable skills and knowledge; to encourage
uptake in STEM subjects and careers.
